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Il Seminario Internazionale

Il seminario internazionale costituisce I'atto conclusivo del progetto
“Practising Gender Equality in Science” (PRAGES). Il progetto ha
affrontato la questione della scarsa presenza delle donne nelle posizio-
ni di alto profilo nel’lambito della ricerca scientifica e tecnologica nel set-
tore pubblico, cercando di tracciare un bilancio della situazione e di
mettere in luce le strategie e le misure che si sono dimostrate efficaci nel-
I'accelerare i ritmi del cambiamento. In effetti, 'avanzamento delle
donne nelle carriere scientifiche appare ancora inaspettatamente lento,
nonostante la loro crescente presenza e rilevanza nelle aree professionali e
nei differenti ambiti disciplinari della ricerca scientifica e tecnologica.

Il Seminario prevede una sessione inaugurale e una sessione di lavoro, que-
st’'ultima articolata, a sua volta, in tre sedute.

La sessione inaugurale introdurra i temi posti al centro del seminario,
dando la possibilitd di un primo scambio di vedute sulle ragioni che sono alla
base della situazione sopra descritta, sui progressi fatti e sui fattori che
ancora intralciano I'avanzamento delle donne nell’ambito della ricerca.

La prima seduta di lavoro si concentrera sulle pratiche che sono state svi-
luppate nell’ultimo decennio per sostenere I'eguaglianza di genere e, piu in
generale, per favorire la promozione della diversita nella scienza e nella tec-
nologia. A questo fine, importanti spunti potranno venire dalla presentazio-
ne del Database realizzato nel corso del progetto PRAGES, contenente una
descrizione e una valutazione di 109 programmi condotti in tale settore.
Anche grazie al contributo di alcuni dei promotori di questi programmi, la
seduta consentird di riflettere sui successi e sulle difficolta incontrate,
offrendo un quadro dei diversi approcci elaborati in Europa, Nord America e
Australia.

La seconda seduta affrontera il complesso intreccio di temi che entrano in
gioco nel passaggio dalla dimensione delle singole pratiche a quella delle
politiche, attraverso il coinvolgimento, in qualita di relatori, di scienziati poli-
tici, esperti nel campo degli studi sulla scienza e la tecnologia, nonché di
soggetti che hanno attivato progetti tesi a promuovere l'uguaglianza di
genere nella scienza. Nell'intento di alimentare il dibattito, nel corso della
seduta saranno presentate le Linee Guida per lo sviluppo di program-
mi a sostegno dell’eguaglianza di genere, anch’esse prodotte nell’am-
bito del progetto PRAGES.

La seduta conclusiva intende favorire un ulteriore passo in avanti nella
riflessione, concentrando I'attenzione, sia sui futuri sviluppi delle politiche e
delle misure gia attivate, sia sulle possibili strategie da definire per rendere
piu rapidi i processi di trasformazione. Ampliando il quadro della discussio-
ne, la seduta prendera anche in considerazione le attuali dinamiche evolu-

tive che stanno interessando la scienza e la tecnologia nelle socie-

ta contemporanee. prages




The International Conference

The International Conference is the final step of the project “Practising
Gender Equality in Science” (PRAGES). The project was intended to
address women’s under-representation in high-profile positions in
scientific and technological research in the public sector, taking stock of
the situation by highlighting strategies and measures which have proven
effective in accelerating the pace of a progress. The advancement of
women appears indeed to be still unexpectedly slow despite their growing
inclusion in and contribution to scientific and technological disciplines and
professional areas.

The Conference will be articulated in an opening session and in a wor-
king session, made up of three séances.

The opening session will introduce the core issues of the Conference, by
offering the opportunity for an introductory exchange on the reasons behind
this situation, progress made and the factors still hindering women’s advan-
cement.

The focus of the first séance will be on the practices developed in this last
decade in support of gender equality-and, in a broader perspective, in the
promotion of diversity in science and technology. In this regard, useful
information can be drawn from the presentation of the PRAGES Database,
which includes the description and assessment of 109 programmes carried
out in this field. The Séance — also thanks to the contribution of the pro-
moters of gender equality programmes — will provide the possibility to
debate on successes and failures, presenting the different approaches devi-
sed in Europe, North America and Australia.

The second séance will deal with the complex set of issues connected with
the moving from practices to policies, with the participation as speakers of
political scientists, experts in Science and Technology Studies and promo-
ters of programmes in support of women in science. To feed the discussion,
the PRAGES Guidelines for gender equality programmes will be pre-
sented.

The final séance is intended to allow the discussion to advance a step for-
ward, reflecting both on the future development of the policies and measu-
res already in place and on the possible new strategies to devise for acce-
lerating the pace of change. The evolutionary dynamics of science and tech-
nology in contemporary societies will also be considered to widen the con-
text of the discussion.
